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Wolfgang Laib (b 1950 in Metzingen) studied medicine at the University of Tlbingen from 1968 until
1974, concurrently attending lectures in art history, philosophy, psychology and oriental philology.
From 1971, he included Indology, learning Sanskrit, Hindi and Tamil. After graduating as a doctor, he
decided to devote himself exclusively to art. In 1982, he exhibited at documenta 7 in Kassel, in 1986
his first major institutional exhibition was held in the Musée d'art moderne de la ville de Paris, and in
1987 his work was again represented at documenta 8. There followed major solo exhibitions in the
Kunstmuseum, Bonn (1992), Museum of Contemporary Art, Los Angeles (1992), Kunsthaus, Bregenz
(1999/2000), Hirshhorn Museum, Washington DC (2002), Dallas Museum of Art, Texas (2002), Haus
der Kunst, Munich (2002/2003), Fondation Beyeler Riehen/Basel (2005/2006), Musée de Grenoble
(2008), Museo Universitario Arte Contemporanéo, Mexico City and Nelson Atkins Museum, Kansas
City (2009), Museum fur Moderne Kunst, Frankfurt and Museo Nacional de Arte, La Paz (2010). A solo
exhibition is to open in the Museum of Modern Art, New York in January 2013.
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
