Tauba Auerbach works in multiple media and formats, curious about structure and connectivity on the 
microscopic to the cosmic scale. Building on crafts in many disciplines, Tauba often invents tools and 
techniques to induce or exaggerate material behaviors. Their work moves freely between painting, weaving, 
sculpture, photography, video, calligraphy and musical instrument design.

Tauba’s work forages for information about the universe embedded in form and movement. So-called “laws of nature” 
are deployed and exploited to coax out patterns and their dissolution. Making objects and images is both the result 
of, and part of ongoing research. Various atypical painting processes joyfully balance choreography and chance.
